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LAO EXPECTATIONS FORGLADUE PANEL MEMBERS

A Gladue panel member shall:

1. maintain competence in accordance with the Rules of Professional Conduct of the Law Society of Upper Canada and, in particular, maintain knowledge of the substantive law and procedure in the area of Aboriginal issues in criminal law 
2. maintain familiarity with services to assist Aboriginal people that are available in the local courts and communities where the panel member practices
3. inform the client of the Gladue principles and their application to the client's case

4. maintain a solicitor-client relationship in accordance with the Rules of Professional Conduct of the Law Society of Upper Canada.  In particular the panel member will:

a. protect the dignity of the client;

b. respond promptly to reasonable inquiries from the client;

c. provide the client with the information necessary to make informed decisions respecting his or her representation;

d. respect the client’s instructions fully within the bounds of his or her professional obligations;

e. advance the client’s position; and

f. maintain solicitor-client privilege.
